6.2.1 Analysis of macroeconomic effects

Direct costs

Seven studies have calculated direct costs. These are quite comparable as might be expected. In chapter 5 on costs for industry the range of the direct costs appeared to be quite small. Some of the studies, for instance study 7 (BE, industry) uses the figure of €2.3 bln. for the whole EU and calculates the share of the Belgium chemical industry to come to direct costs of €1.55 – 2.0 bln. for Belgium. The small difference in direct
